Taste of the Season ð Grilled Stuffed Pork Chops 
Ingredients: 

4 thick cut pork loin chops 

2 cups your choice of stuffing mix 

Traeger pork & poultry rub, to taste 

 

Recommended hardwood: Apple 

 

Directions: 

Use a small sharp knife to cut a deep 

pocket in the side of each chop. Cut toward the bone, but not all the way through. Prepare the stuffing 

mix according to package directions. Generously stuff the stuffing mixture into the pocket of each pork 

chop. Season the pork chop on both sides with the Traeger Pork and Poultry Rub. To cook, start your 

Traeger grill on Smoke with the lid open for about 4 to 5 minutes until the fire is established. Then set 

the temperature to 325F and close the lid to preheat for 10 to 15 minutes. Then, place the pork chops 

directly on the grill grate, and bake for 45 to 50 minutes, or until the internal temperature of the pork 

chop is 160F. There is no need to turn the chops. Allow the pork to rest for 2 to 3 minutes before serving.

Tips & Tricks ð Saving Money on Lawn Maintenance 
Mow high. Set your mower deck to a minimum cut height of 3 inches.  The higher your mower deck is, 

the less grass that is cut off which in turn reduces the amount of stress on your grass after mowing. 

This allows for the grass to better establish a large root system and to crowd out weeds, saving you 

money on fertilizer and weed control.  

 

Maintain your mower. Routine maintenance and tuning of your mower helps to improve engine and 

mower efficiency. Investing in preventative maintenance can save you more money in the long run. By 

proactively servicing your machine you can prevent maintenance delays due to down equipment. 

 

Improve the efficiency of your mower by having the mower blades sharpened at least twice throughout 

the year. As blades become dull they cause fraying and tearing of grass blades which can increase the 

amount of water lost by your turf and put stress on your grass. As stressed lawn will not crowd out 

weeds effectively. 

 

Leave your grass clippings. Grass clippings are essentially free fertilizer for your lawn because they  

contain approximately 4% nitrogen, 0.5% phosphorus, and 2% potassium. Continually recycling grass 

clippings on your lawn can reduce the amount of fertilizer you need purchase and apply later on.  

Clippings are most effective when they are evenly distributed rather than left in clumps on your lawn. 

 

Use slow release fertilizers to provide steady turf growth over time instead of quick growth surges  

provided by fast release fertilizers. While slow release fertilizers are more expensive initially, one  

application will last longer than fast-release fertilizer so you will see a savings long term.

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Keep your equipment maintained. Thoroughly  

inspect your equipment before use, even if you 

serviced it in the fall. Make sure that all guards 

and safety features are functioning properly.  

 

Be watchful for children around your equipment. 

Children are very curious and can be difficult to 

see if they approach your equipment.  

 

Keep yourself healthy. Remember to eat regularly 

and stay well rested during planting season. 

Though there is a short window to complete all of 

your tasks, fatigue and poor nutrition can create 

even bigger problems.  

 

Thoroughly read the label on products you are applying. Be sure to wear all recommended personal 

protective equipment. Keep all labels, or print out the safety data sheets for all products you use, and 

store them together in a place you can easily access. By doing so, you can have quick access to  

recommended procedure should you come in contact with a chemical, or have a chemical spill.  

 

Make sure all equipment has a slow moving vehicle sign and functioning warning systems such as 

flashing lights. This will help make you more visible when moving equipment down public roads.
